An Album of Inhabited Cloth

Din motive multiple, in ultimii 30 de ani, in Romania,
mediul care s-a schimbat foarte mult este cel al am-
bientului locuintei. Cel de-al 7-lea volum al colectiei
igloobest dedicat tocmai amenajarilor interioare
de locuinte este configurat de nevoia legitima de
a intelege din punct de vedere arhitectural schim-
barile ambientului interior, a nota exemplele de
buné practica - adica a observa relatiile fertile arhi-
tect-designer si de a comenta variatile domeniului.
E de fapt un album care coase si descoase (pentru
cititorii avizati si pentru cei curiosi, dornici s3 afle mai
mult) vesmantul locuit al spatiului, acceptand faptul
cé o locuinta este un ceva care ne inveleste ase-
mané&tor unei haine.

Viteza cu care ne schimbam hainele, viteza cu care
ne adaptam lumii secolului 21 si viteza vietilor noas-
tre in general ne determind s& dorim sa intelegem
legitatile profunde ale vitezei cu care locuim, pentru
cé da, locuim cu o altd / in viteza.

Indiferent cé vorbim de un apartament dintr-un imo-
bil de locuinte colective sau de un interior de casé
(a se citi vild) spatiul decorat de un designer, confi-
gurat de un arhitect, imbunatatit de fostul proprietar,
extins (uneori inabil) si renovat recent de actualul
proprietar este un teritoriu in schimbare. Propri-
etatea este determinantul care sustine, dar si pro-
mite toate activérile de mai bine ale unui induntru
locuit In spirit de acasa.

Spatiul interior al locuintei este ins& terenul care
afirma, aproape ca un palimpsest, cum obiceiurile
noastre sunt si ele n miscare la fel cu asteptarile
noastre legate de confortul locuirii. Spatiul Iui acasd
e invadat de unintreg bestiar de obiecte.

For many reasons, during the last 30 years, in Ro-
mania, interiors have changed very much. The 7th
book in the igloobest collection dedicated to home
interior design is configured by the legitimate need
to understand, from an architectural point of view,
the changes brought to the interior environment, to
note the examples of good practice - that is, to ob-
serve the fertile architect-designer relationship and
to comment upon the variations in the field. It is, in
fact, a book that sews and unravels (for specialized
readers, as well as for those who are willing to find
out more) the inhabited cloth of space, accepting
the fact that a home is something that covers us like
a piece of clothing.

The speed with which we change our clothes, the
speed with which we adapt to the world of the 21st
century and the speed of our lives in general makes
us want to understand the profound rules of the
speed with which we inhabit, because we do in-
habit spaces at a speed. Whether we speak of an
apartment inside a collective housing building or of
the interior of a house (to be read: villa) the space
decorated by a designer, configured by an architect,
improved by the former owner, recently extended
(sometimes awkwardly) and renovated by the cur-
rent owner is a changing territory. Ownership is what
sustains, as well as promises, all of the changes to
the better of an interior inhabited as a home.

The interior space of the home is, however, the ter-
rain that affirms, almost like a palimpsest, the way
our habits are also moving at the same speed as
our expectations regarding the comfort of living.
The space of “home” is invaded by an entire besti-
ary of objects. Why? The environment of the home
must keep up with the communication and enter-
tainment technologies of the 21st century. Multi-
media cables, data networks and satellite television,
audio-video consoles, playstations, fitness gear,
etc. exist alongside intelligent refrigerators, remote
control heaters and kitchen robots that can make

Nici ma-
car strélucirea corpurilor de iluminat sau cantitatea
de insertii metalice din baia matrimoniald nu sunt
actorii principali ai acestei carti. Chiar daca in ma-
joritatea locuintelor prezentate hapticitatea textu-
rilor este voluptuos armonizata si chiar dacé lista de
obiecte ,design” din cele 20 de interioare reunite in
acest album indicd resurse Vitra sau un buget de
achizitii cu multe cifre, ceea ce primeaza in aceasta
selectie este eleganta. inteleasa ca o sincronie intre
modul de viatd al proprietarilor, orizontul lor cultural,
asteptdrile spatiale ale ambientului interior configu-
rat si scenariile de folosire a locuintei, aceasta ele-
ganta a arhitecturii de interior este declinata special
si diferit in fiecare dintre proiectele prezentate.

bread even unsupervised. But, whether we realize
it or not, the comfort of the houses and apartments
is not given only by the commodities and machines
that simplify our lives (or do they?). Interior archi-
tecture - a continuation of general architecture - is
the field that still offers identity, rhythm, energy or
quiet to a living space. The environmental solutions
given by architects and designers can personalize a
box, build an empathetic universe, establish and ar-
ticulate relationships and, most of all, create a cloth,
a spatial coating of the inhabitant's own.

Within the pages of Interiors from Romania 7, the
perfect matching of the drapes and the carpet, or
the living room tapestry and the dining room tapestry
are not the be all end all of interior design. Not even
the glow of the light fixtures or the quantity of metal
inserts in the main bathroom are the main actors of
this book. Although in most of the projects shown
here the tactility of textures is voluptuously harmo-
nized and although the list of “design objects” inside
the 20 interiors reunited in this book indicates Vitra
resources or a high acquisitions budget, what de-
fines this selection is elegance. Understood as the
synchronizing of the owners' lifestyle and cultural
horizon, the spatial expectations of the configured
interior, and the scenarios of usage of the space, this
elegance of interior architecture is declined specially
and differently in each of the featured projects.

Estetica unei diferente asumate
The Aesthetic of an Assumed Difference

Amenajarea de interior a acestui apartament din
cadrul complexului rezidential bucurestean Cortina
Residence se incadreazi cu brio in filosofia creativé
a echipei Phenomena Laboratory: provocarea stan-
dardului, a conventionalului. O provocare in care co-
ordonatele unui minimalism de inspiratie industrial4
S-au suprapus unei bogatii a materialelor pretioase
(marmurd, metal in tonuri de auriu, sticld) si a tex-
turilor si culorilor care par a nu tine cont prea mult
de reguli. Impletiturile textile (canapeaua supradi-
mensionatd din living) se contorsioneazi in acord
cu sculptura metalicd de pe perete si cu scaunele
in ton din zona de dining. Open space-ul livingului
se contureazé in urma dialogurilor de la nivel pari-
etal, din opacitate si oglindiri. Zona bucatariei se ca-
mufleaza in spatele uneia dintre cele dou3 structuri,
recognoscibile prin riflajul din lemn. In apropiere, o
masé solidd, din marmura, anunta coltul diningului.
Pe de altd parte, oglinda, care imbraca complet un
perete, intretindnd o binevenitd iluzie vizuald, intra
in dialog cu ferestrele mari care fac trecerea cétre
terasa. Aici, acelasi mobilier XXL: doua fotolii si o
masd cu siluete organice stau inspirat in compania
unor plante ornamentale. Tehnologia completeaza
discret putinele elemente decorative: doud masute
de cafea, surorile mai mici ale celei de dining, si un
craniu metalic-auriu din aceeasi serie cu sculptura
de pe perete si scaunele. Corpurile de iluminat se li-
miteaz& la plafon (spoturi si o siluetd geometrica ce
asigurd accentul necesar mesei de dining). Holul
propune o continuitate a riflajului in spatele caruia se
contureazd dressingul, nuantele alese fiind cele ale
cafeniului cu insertii aurii. O usa face trecerea catre
dormitor, unde revine turcoazul, caruia i se aldtura un
cocktail de culori si texturi. in decorul futurist tonu-
rile tari, inchise si aldturarile care se indepérteazi
de trendul luminos, ,curat”, scandinav contureazi o
estetica indrézneatd, a unei diferente asumate.

The interior design of this apartment, located in Bu-
charest, within the Cortina Residence housing com-
plex, provides a perfect example of the creative
philosophy of the team of Phenomena Laboratory,
which can be described as challenging the stan-
dards and the conventional. A challenge in which
the coordinates of an Industrial-inspired Minimalism
are superimposed over the richness of precious ma-
terials (marble, gold-toned metal, glass) and over
the textures and colors that seem to not respect
the rules too much. The textile weaves (the over-
sized sofa in the living room) are contorted in or-
der to harmonize with the metal sculpture on the
wall and the matching chairs in the dining area. The
open space of the living room takes shape starting
from the dialogues at the parietal level, from a play
on opacity and reflection. The kitchen area is cam-
ouflaged behind one of the two structures recogniz-
able through their striated wooden surfaces. Near-
by, a solid marble table announces the corner of the
dining space. On the other hand, the mirror, which
covers an entire wall, entertaining a welcome visu-
al illusion, generates a dialogue with the large win-
dows that mark the terrace. Here we find the same
XXL furniture: two armchairs and a table with an or-
ganic silhouette are joined by ornamental plants. A
few technological details discretely complement the
few decorative elements: two coffee tables, the “lit-
tle sisters” of the dining table, and a golden metal
skull from the same series as the wall sculpture and
the chairs. The light fixtures are limited to the ceil-
ing (spotlights and a geometric silhouette that em-
phasizes the dining table). The hall space propos-
es a continuity of the striated surface behind which
the closet takes shape, in brown tones with gold-
en inserts. A door marks the entrance to the bed-
room, where turquoise makes a return, joined by a
cocktail of colors and textures. In the context of the
Futurist décor, the strong, dark tones and the jux-
tapositions that move away from the luminous and
“clean” Scandinavian-inspired trend create the bold
aesthetic of an assumed difference.
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
