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Inima orasului Cluj-Napoca este Piata Unirii, unde se inalta Biserica romano-catolica
Sf. Mihail, o biserica gotica de tip hal, construita intre secolele XIV si XV, dupa ce Clujul a
primit statutul de oras liber, in urma actului emis de regele Carol Robert de Anjou pe data
de 19 august 1316. In fata bisericii troneaza din 1902 ansamblul statuar Matthias Rex, care
il infatiseaza pe regele Matei Corvin célare, flancat de patru dintre conducdtorii ostilor sale.
Palatul Banffy, una dintre cele mai remarcabile realizdri ale barocului transilvanean, a fost
construitintre 1774 si 1786, la comanda contelui Gheorghe Banffy al ll-lea, iar azi gazduieste

colectiile Muzeului de Arta.

De cealaltd parte a bulevardului Memorandumului, un labirint de stradute pietonale, cu o
atmosferd boema, dau intr-o piateti fermecatoare, unde veti descoperi Casa Memoriald Matei
Corvin (secolul XV), una dintre cele mai vechi cladiri din oras, si Biserica Franciscand, avand la
baza un edificiu in stil romanic care
a suferit modificdri gotice si baroce.
Obeliscul Karolina din Piata Muzeului
pastreaza amintirea vizitei in Cluj a
imparatului Francisc | si a sotiei sale

Karolina Augusta.

Bulevardul Eroilor, marginit de cladiri
baroce, asigura legdtura intre Piata
Unirii si Piata Avram lancu, delimitata
la un capat de Teatrul National, iar la

celalalt, de Catedrala Ortodoxa.

Piata Unirii, dominatd de Catedrala Sf. Mihail
The Union Square, dominated by the St. Michael’s Cathedral
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Din cetatea medievald a Clujului — Castrum Clus — au supravietuit fragmentele de ziduri de
pe strada Potaissa si cele de pe strada Baba Novac. La capatul ultimei strizi se afld Bastionul
Croitorilor sau Bastionul Bethlen, péstrat intr-o stare excelentd. in apropiere se inalta Biserica
Reformata, o biserica-sala, construita intre 1486 si 1494 la initiativa lui Matei Corvin.

Prestigioasa Universitate din Cluj-Napoca - care poartd din 1959 numele bacteriologului
roman Victor Babes si pe cel al matematicianului maghiar Janos Bolyai — continué de fapt
traditia Colegiului lezuit, fondat in 1581 de principele Transilvaniei Stefan Bathory.

Parcul Central, de pe malul Somesului, amenajat in anii 1830, este locul preferat al localnicilor
pentru plimbari si relaxare. Vara, parcul gézduieste concerte de muzicd clasica si jazz si
spectacole de operd. Tot aici se desfasoara mai multe concerte din cadrul Untold, cel mai mare

festival de muzica electronica din Romania.

Biserica romano-catolica Calvaria, din cartierul Manastur, un fost sat de la periferia esticd a
orasului, este socotita cel mai vechi monument din Cluj. Este atestat din secolul al XI-lea, cand
aici a fost fondata o abatie benedictind - Monasterium Beatae Mariae de Clus.

Ca sd va bucurati de apus, urcati pe dealul Cetatuia,
de unde orasul vi se asterne la picioare. Aici austriecii
au construit intre 1715 si 1735 o fortificatie de tip
Vauban, in forma de stea. Din Cetatea Norilor nu au
mai supravietuit decat portile de pe laturile de est
si vest, fragmente din ziduri si Reduta, transformata
in Turnul Parasutistilor. Azi este, alaturi de celebra
Gradind Botanicd, unul dintre locurile ideale pentru
o plimbare romanticg, iar rolul ei defensiv a fost de

mult dat uitarii.

Palatul EMKE, de pe Bulevardul 21 Decembrie, azi sediul Regionalei de Ci Ferate
The EMKE Palace; today it’s the headquarters of the Railway Regional Company
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The heart of Cluj-Napoca is the Union Square, where the
Roman Catholic Church of St. Michael is located — a Gothic
church shaped like a hall, built between the 14th and 15th
century, after Cluj became a free city following the act
issued by King Carol Robert of Anjou on August 19th, 1316.
In front of the church, the statue of Matthias Rex stands tall

eversince 1902, depicting King Matthew Corvin on a horse,
flanked by four of his army’s captains. The Bdnffy Castle -
one of the most remarkable accomplishments of the
Transylvanian Baroque period — was built between 1774
and 1786, at the command of Count Gheorghe Bdnffy Il; it
currently houses the Art Museum collections.

On the other side of the Memorandum Boulevard, a labyrinth of bohemian pedestrian lanes leads

the way towards an enchanting small square, home to the Memorial House of Matthew Corvin
(15th century), the Franciscan Church - one of the oldest buildings in the city, erected on a Roman
foundation that underwent Gothic and Barogue modifications. The Karolina Obeliskin the Museum

Square honours the visit of Emperor Francisc | and his wife Karolina Augusta in Cluj.

Heroes’ Boulevard, bordered by Baroque buildings, connects the Union Square with the Avram
lancu Square and it stretches between the National Theatre at one end and the Orthodox
Cathedral at the other.

What’s left from the Medieval fortress of Cluj - “Castrum Clus” - are the wall fragments on
Potaissa Street and Baba Novac Street. The Tailors’ Bastion or the Bethlen Bastion, preserved in
an excellent condition, is situated at the end of the Baba Novac Street.

Fostul pavilion de patinaj de pe insula Lacului Chios din Parcul Central addposteste azi un restaurant.
The former skating pavilion on Lake Chios island in Central Park is currently home to a restaurant.
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The prestigious University of Cluj - bearing the name of Romanian bacteriologist Victor Babes
starting 1859, and that of Hungarian mathematician Jdnos Bolyai - follows on the tradition of
the Jesuit College, founded in 1581 by Stephen Bdthory, Prince of Transylvania.

The Central Park, set up in the 1830s on the banks of the river Somes, is the locals’ favourite place
for strolls and relaxation. During summer, the park hosts classical music and jazz concerts, opera
shows. Also, the biggest electronic music festival in Romania — UNTOLD - organizes here several

concerts each summer.

The Roman Catholic Church Calvaria, located in the Mdndstur district — a former village at the
Eastern outskirts of the city — is considered to be the oldest monument in Cluj. It’s been certified
ever since the 19th century, when a Benedictine Abbey was founded here - the Monasterium

Beatae Mariae de Clus.

To enjoy the sunset, climb up the Cetdtuia Hill and you'll have the city laying at your feet. It was
here where the Austrians built, between 1715 and 1735, a star-shaped Vauban fortification.

What's left from the Cloud Fortress ~ L
are the Eastern and Western gates,

wall fragments and the “Reduta” -
which became the Sky Divers’ Tower.
Alongside the famous Botanical
Garden, it currently represents an
ideal place for romantic strolls and
its defensive initial role has long been

forgotten. ) i B
