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William Shakespeare, regarded as the greatest writer in
the English language, was born in Stratford-upon-Avon in
Warwickshire, England (around 23 April 1564). He was the
third of eight children born to John and Mary Shakespeare.
Shakespeare was a poet, playwright and dramatist.
He is often known as England’s national poet and
the ‘Bard of Avon. Thirty-eight plays, one hundred and
fifty-four sonnets, two long narrative poems and several
other poems are attributed to him. Shakespeare’s plays have
been translated into every major existent language and are
performed more often than those of any other playwright.
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William Shakespeare, considerat drept cel mai mare
scriitor de limbd engleza, s-a nascut in orasul Stratford-
upon-Avon din comitatul Warwickshire, in Anglia (in jurul
datei de 23 aprilie 1564).

She would start screaming at people for
no reason, causing
her father a great deal
of embarrassment

on account of her
behaviour. Such was
her unpopularity in
the town that she was

known as Katherine the
Shrew.
