The grace-charged majestuous simplicity of the volumetric,
the acanthus leaf as a decorative motif, the stone-carved rors-
ade, of the semicircular portal at the entrance, the loggia with
colonnade at the first loor of the building are the defining ele-
ments of the Neobrancovan style”.

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Palatul Administrativ al judetului Mures, cu turnul inalt
de 60 de metri, edificiu ridicat in anii 1905-1907. Clidirea
Prefecturii, lucrare a arhitectilor Jakab Dezs8 si Komor Mar-
cell, se inscrie in prima perioad stilistici a secesiunii, cea
curbilinie-florala. Inspirati de palatele medievale din Europa,
este o mare compozitie orizontald, simetrici, cireia i se alitu-
ri o formd cu o dominant verticald: turnul cu ceas (campa-
nilla).

« The Adminigtrative Palace of Mures County, with a 60
m high tower, was built within 1905-1907. The County Hall,
designed by the architects Jakab Dezsé and Komor Marcell
belongs to the first Secession stylistic period, the curvilinear-
floral one. Inspired from the medieval palaces of Europe, it
is a large, horizontal, symetrical §tructure to which a vertical
body is added: the clock cower (the campanile). Conceived
to be the headquarters of the City Hall, the building hosts at
present two public ingtitutions: the Prefect’s Office and the
County Hall.
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In anii 1900, orasul Tirgn Mures, la fel ca celelalte centre
din Transilvania, a cunoscut un ritm de dezvoltare neobis-
nuit. O mare parte a constructiilor urbane din primele doua
decenii ale secolului XX au fost concepute in diferite stiluri
1900. Din pricina legiturilor strinse cu Europa Centrali,
Transilvania a fost influentati cu preponderenti de secesiu-
nea maghiari i de cea vieneza. Palatul Culeurii, impreund cu
edificiul aliturat, actuala Prefecturd (fosta Primirie), au fost
realizate sub patronajul primarului dr. Bernady Gyorgy - per-
sonalitate cu deschidere spre noile curente europene, fapt ce a
marcat pregnant aspectul orasului.

« At the turn of the 20" century, Tirgu
Mures, like the other Transylvanian towns, went
through a period of rapid development. Most of
the urban establishments in the Arst two decades
of the century were conceived in different styles
belonging to the “1900 Art” Thanks to the close
relations with Central Europe, Transylvania was
influenced mainly by the Hungarian and Vien-
nese Secession. The Palace of Culture as well as
the neighbouring establishment, The County
Hall (the former City Hall), were realized under
the patronage of mayor Dr. Bernddy Gyorgy - a
personality open to the new European trends, a
fact that left an important imprint as far as the
aspect of the town is concerned.
