Stability is the procedure for the exteriorization and inner living, with
certain limits, through which it is possible to re-organize the personality,
destined for the adaptation to the major changes of the life conditions, It
represents a form of organization, personality being set up as an assembly
of structures. The changes occured during the interaction make up the
current dynamics of personality. Generally, the structures composing the
entire system of personality are not directly noticeable or measurable, but
are manifested through theoretical efforts, of abstractisation, transforming
themselves into hypothetical models.

Cognition, motivation and control are the main structures of
personality. Through motivation we have the capacity to select to orient
ourselves and to give significance to conduct. Despite the fact that the
structure of personality has many meanings, one can distinguish different
levels of stability and poignancy for different reasons, realizing a hierarchy
of motives. The cognitive structures integrate the individual al objective
level, from the point of view of competences and of values. Associated with
the affective and the motivational ones, these make up complex
constructions of abilities or capacities. In this case, the abilities have the
meaning of performance, because they organize selectively the cognitive,
affective, executive and motivational components, due to which the person
performs certain actions with success.

The degree of control represents an important indicator in the
characterization of the structure of the human personality, so that people can

be classified in three categories: normally controlled, situation in which there
is a balance between the critical, analytical, reflexive and action-led tendencies,

balance which is combined with the principle of freedom and of necessity. Ihe
under-controlled are part of the second category who also have as

characteristic the over-estimation of the impulse to action, and the objective
conditions are minimized, the result being the impulsive behaviour to the
smallest stimulus to it. The last category is set up for the over-controlled ones,

who exhibit a reflexive, anticipatory behaviour for the actions and of their
conditions. Following these ideas, there results a series of specific traits, for
example shyness, conseryatorism, prudence, traditionalism, scrupulousness,

conformism. These control strucfures do not represent integral parts of the
temperament but also represent the componence of dynamic actions which
set up the success or the insuccess ofa person.

The traits of a personality which demonstrate that these are a

structure are: globality, coherence and temporal stability.
Globality is a constructthrough which we understand that personality

is composed of a series of characteristics due to which it is possible to
describe and to identify a certain individual in its unique entity.

Coherence refers to the existence of a set of organized, inter-dependent
elements and components of personality. This trait explains why in the human

behaviour the unusual acts appear and represent the human personality as a

functional system, in which the elements are dependent one of the other.

The temporal stability gives to the psychic the identitary dimension of
the person, the human being having the consciousness about his/her
existance in which he/she develops and transforms during his/her lifetime.

The study of personality raised, in time, the curiosity of researchers

from the field of psychology. Therefore, a multitude of theories have been
drafted, which focussed on the catching of the essence of the personality, its
originality and unicity. Despite the fact that these theories originate from
different starting points, on different itineraries, the finality is intended to
be the same, the finding of those composing elements which define us

plenary as unique rational-affective human beings in social relationships.
In the study of personality some differences of approaching occurred.

Therefore, certain approaches consider that the way to follow is the
studying of what individuals have in common, of the laws governing the
functioning of their personality, identifying in this way those common
elements which can lead to the drafting of a hypothetical structure of the
human personality, while the others consider that the analysis of the
individual in its unicity and complexity, through a dynamic perspective, - is
primordial. The adherence to a position or another is not to be wanted, but
the reaching of a balance between the two would be the approach which
could surprise the unique manifestation of the individual on the basis of the
common elements of people.

Allport (L961) resorted to a review of the researches done by
psychologists on the personality and reached the conclusion that their
opinions were, to a great extent different on what is understood by
personality. Despite this fact, the author identified that their theories had

three common elements:
,1-. people have a unique personality;
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2. personalities are rrade up of a

inter-dependent characteristics;

3. these characteristics remain stable in
constant.

Taking these elements into account, Allport defines personality as

being ,,the dynamic organization, inside the person, of the psychophisical

systems that create the thinking and its specific behaviour" (Allport, t96L,p.
28). The personality traits refer to those characteristics through which the

inter-individual differences are outlined. These are relatively independent

one towards the other and can be defined as specific responses, generalized

and constant to the requirements of the external environment without
being dependent on it or inter-dependent one of another. The ones which
have a social significance and which manifest consistency and congruency

when the system is characterized by normality, and their degree of
generality forms a hierarchy within the system (Allporg L927).

1.1. Understandings of the concept of personality

The anthrop olog ical under standing
From an antropological point of view, personality is a

bio-psycho- socio-cultural organism and starts from the idea that, at birth,
the baby has no personality at birth, but develops it during its human

development. An individual forms his/hers personality due to the social

interactions and to the relationships which are formed thereof. Therefore,

the privation of the child of the relationships and the social environment
leads to a stagnation thereof in the state of individual, phenomenon also

present in the case ofserious psychic diseases. The nature ofits contacts and

social relationships that an individual accumulate shall affect the quality of
its personality, more exactly the imperfections and the weaknesses met in
the social environment shall have an impact on the abilities, aptitudines and

capacities of the human being. Due to the relationing, the personalitygathers

shape, being a social,,construction".
R. Linton, American antropologist approaches the human personality

as a psychological construction, being an older preoccupation, as is the
human species. A structural-existentialist definition of personality is given
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
