Queen Marie of Romania

lori de portocal/Orange blossoms is a subtle and discreet tribute

paid by the author, Mihaela Simina, to Queen Marie of

Romania, whose 150th birthday will be celebrated in October
2025.

Mihaela Simina researched through the writings left by the
Queen, selecting the most direct and representative passages that
define the Queen's personality and her view of people and the
world. Written down in her later years, the Queen's thoughts are
presented to the reader, opening a door, otherwise inaccessible, to
the soul of a personality whose role in the history of Romania will
remain etched on the Nation's Triumphal Arch, as long as the Arch
and the nation itself continue to exist.

Chance and the custom of arranged marriages — since marriage
alliances were a matter of state policy at the time — led to Marie,
nicknamed Missy by her family, a young and beautiful British
princess and granddaughter of Queen Victoria, saying “Yes” to the
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marriage proposal of Prince Ferdinand, the heir to the Romanian
throne. This “Yes” would not only change her life, but would
also have a major impact on the history of the young nation on
the Danube. The beginnings were difficult, in a country where
everything seemed relative and ephemeral. The destiny of Queen
Marie and King Ferdinand would far surpass this initial objective
of ensuring the continuity of the monarchy, which was essential for
the survival of the Romanian Kingdom.

Less than 30 years before Marie's marriage to Prince Ferdinand,
a truly patriotic political class, raised with the idea of modernizing
the country and integrating it among the developed nations of
Europe, had finally abandoned the internal struggle for the throne
and decided that the only solution for stability was to place a ruler
from a powerful European dynasty at the head of the state. This
solution proved beneficial, but it was not easy to implement. Prince
Carol's first years on the throne were difficult, and the ruler almost
abdicated due to political intrigues. Acceptance within society had
to be earned, something that the young Princess Marie would also
discover years later, upon arriving in Bucharest. Nothing was given,
nothing was already guaranteed; everything was a battle to be won.

After years, after failures, setbacks, but also victories, the Queen
would put down on paper her most intimate and sincere thoughts
about her life, about her transformation from a young woman with
no idea of what awaited her, to the strong, firm, and unwavering
political leader who kept the country on the right path, from the
defeat of 1916 to the triumph of 1918. In a way, Queen Marie was
for Romania in 1916-1918 what Winston Churchill was for Great
Britain in 1940-1941, both inspiring their peoples with courage at
times when everything seemed lost.

Today, King Charles III of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland stated that he was drawn to Romania
from a young age, based on the deep ties between the two royal
families. The British monarch shows a particular appreciation for
Queen Marie, as evidenced by his visit to the exhibition held in

London to mark the 150th anniversary of her birth. Organized by
the Romanian Cultural Institute, the exhibition, entitled “Queen
Marie of Romania. The Artist Queen”, featured Queen Marie's
floral watercolors and artistic reproductions of Transylvanian flora
included in the “Transylvania Florilegium”, a project initiated by
King Charles when he was Prince of Wales. The King continues to
have a strong emotional connection with Romania, being involved
in both the preservation of architectural and cultural heritage and
the protection of the environment and the flora and fauna that
Romania still possesses.

After the First World War, Queen Marie crowned her career
as a high-level political figure with her decisive role in the peace
negotiations in Paris on behalf of Romania. Her prestige and
international popularity were evident during each of her foreign
visits, at a time when women, even those from the highest circles,
were, with very rare exceptions, only recognized for a purely
decorative role.

These same prejudices prevented the Queen from holding a
prominent position during the Regency, and the accession of
her son, Carol II, to the throne definitively removed her from
any important role she might have played. Queen Marie's deeds
transcend the tribulations of history.

They demonstrate how two foreigners, a British woman and a
German man, Marie and Ferdinand, became more Romanian than
the Romanians themselves — the Sovereigns of the Great Union.

Beyond the image presented in history books, there remains the
human being, whether a member of the royal family or not. A person
with their own thoughts, emotions, experiences, and decisions that
only they can make. Thanks to this rare album, we can hear, at least
in part, the inner voice of Queen Marie of Romania.

ueen Marie has returned to the center of attention of

Romanian historiography, and the general public is

increasingly interested in this beautiful, charming and
courageous Queen, who came from England to become a great
Romanian. Fearless during the First World War, in the trenches or
in field hospitals, confident in victory even when no one dared to
believe in Romania's destiny, conqueror at the peace negotiations
in Paris, which consecrated the birth of Greater Romania. We do
not dare to enter the territory of counterfactual history here, but we
cannot help but wonder what Romania would have looked like at
the end of the Great War, without Queen Marie. The queen's role
in the peace negotiations is still insufficiently known and probably
undervalued. It is not for nothing that, feeling how important the
beautiful queen who came from England was for the history of their
country, Romanians affectionately called her the “Mother Queen”,

the “Mother of the Wounded” or the “Soldier Queen”.

But, beyond the brave queen and the stateswoman, Maria was
a sensitive woman who loved beauty, nature, flowers; she was
talented in writing, painting, architecture, always present in public
life and social events, always ready to support, encourage, protect.
With a generous heart, but also with great humour (she loved
laughter — a sign of high intelligence), Queen Marie left in her
diaries and memoirs evocations full of nostalgia and lyricism, but

also of cheerfulness and a love of life. She also left portraits of her
contemporaries — sometimes ironic, never gratuitously malicious.
And she left us with many reflections on the fundamental themes
of life, such as love, happiness and time, but also on the frivolous
aspects of existence (but frivolous in the noblest and most healing
way possible), when she describes lavish dresses or the splendors of
the royal and imperial courts before the First World War.

Mihaela Simina offers us an inspired and inspiring selection of
the Queen's memories and reflections, allowing us to encounter
various facets of her personality and biography. The division
into themes allows us to discover or rediscover treasures that are
otherwise too discreet in the vast memorial treasure trove that
Queen Marie has left us. Thus, we have the chance to meet the
romantic princess, the warrior queen, the charming woman, the
caring mother, the diplomat, the intellectual, the artist, the woman
who lets herself be carried away by worldliness, but who defends
her moments of reflection. And thus she manages to urge us to take
a break to remember and reflect on what is truly important.

When asked why she went to Paris during the Peace Conference,
the Queen replied, “To give Romania a face.”. Indeed, Queen Marie
came from afar, but she became Romanian through her endeavors.
Romania was her destiny, and the Queen, in return, offered it her
best self — her good face. And Romania became known and loved
throughout the world also because of this face.

Albumul ,,Regina Maria a Romdniei. Flori de portocal / Queen
Marie of Romania. Orange blossoms” lanseaza totodata si o a doua
subtild invitatie citre o abordare mai asezatd si, astfel, mai fertild a
personajelor valoroase din istorie. Nu transformindu-le in icoane,
ci privindu-le in strilucirea lor umana, cu tot ceea ce implica

Povestea unui
suflet, un manuscris biografic redactat de Regina Maria in perioada
1922-1923, neterminat si, pAna nu demult, necunoscut publicului
larg. Acesta a fost pastrat in Arhivele Nationale ale Romaniei si
recent a fost editat de loana-Nicoleta Gdurean si publicat (Editura
Muzeului National Cotroceni, 2023).

Ca si in cazul primei editii a albumului, multumirile mele se
indreapta catre echipa editurii Creator, parte a grupului Libris, care
a primit cu entuziasm si a gestionat cu profesionalism initiativa
mea de a publica o a doua editie, bilingva, a Florilor de portocal.
Pe langd frumoasa copertd, creatd de arhitect Carina Pianculescu,
o serie de fotografii din fototeca Arhivelor Nationale ale Romaniei
completeazd lucrarea, ca si in prima editie. Multumiri institutiei
pentru disponibilitate si pentru ajutorul prompt. Familia si prietenii
fac viata mai frumoasi, asa cum bine aminteste si Regina Maria, iar
in cazul realizirii acestui album, sprijinul surorii mele si al prietenei
Dana Anghelescu a fost esential. Le multumesc. Mult.

In incheiere, revin la descrierea realizati de Regina Maria a
Romaniei care m-a inspirat in alegerea titlului acestui album, Flori
de portocal, descriere ce aminteste de farmecul camerelor Reginei
Victoria, inciperi mirosind necontenit a flori de portocal, chiar si
atunci cAnd florile nu erau prezente. Se nagte astfel o idee: nu-i
musai sa vezi floarea (de portocal) ca sd-i sim¢i mirosul.
