The natural world is Romania’s most precious treasure,
a country whose topography is like an amphitheatre
within whose innermost circle lies Transylvania and
whose outermost edge is bounded by the Danube and
the Black Sea.

The Carpathians, which cover almost a third of Romania’s
surface area, are not as famous as the Alps, but they are
at least as impressive. The wild beauty of Retezat, the
mountain of the “blue eyes’] and Piatra Craiului, whose

back arches like a dinosaur’s, will leave you speechless.

The Old Women, Giants, Sphinxes and other strange rock
formations of Bucegi, Ciucas, Mdcin, and Ceahldu will entice you to unravel their mysteries and
listen to their legends. The forests that clothe the slopes of the Carpathians and their foothiils
are home to an amazing nuniber of animal and bird species, including brown bears, lynxes, and

mountain and beech cocks, which have found here their last bastion in Europe.

Besides Romania’s forests, another storehouse of extraordinary biodiversity is the Danube Delta.
One of the largest wetland reserves, it has been listed as a UNESCO World Heritage site. The
mosaic of Romania’s landscapes is rounded off by the “welcoming” Black Sea, whose Romanian
coastline stretches for almost one hundred kilometres, between the Danube Delta and Bulgaria,

and is lined with broad beaches of fine sand.

Romania’s viliages are at least as diverse and as interesting as its natural landscapes. Despite
industrialisation and urbanisation, in the valleys of Maramures, Bukowina, and Moti Country,
the folk have remained faithful to the ancient customs and still abide by the agrarian and
