Inspirandu-se din lumea vegetala $i animald, echipa
igloo architecture si-a dorit s& contureze o locuinta
propice unei existente urbane sénitoase, prin ame-
najarea acestui apartament cu doud camere din
cadrul complexului rezidential The Park. A apéarut ast-
fel ideea unui spatiu-addpost, o ,vizuing” de oras,
care s& ofere intr-un perimetru mic, dar bine organi-
zat, senzatia de confort si intimitate. Primul gand s-a
indreptat cétre marirea spatiului existent, ceea ce a
dus la renuntarea peretelui dintre living si dormitor,
inlocuit cu o draperie. Mobilierul alb merge perime-
tral, imbrétisand de jur-imprejur apartamentul i
variind ca inéltime, in functie de necesitati. in livingul
minimalist, mobilierul ,se sparge” in dous parti: bibli-
oteca suspendatd si bancheta din lemn stratificat.
Canapeaua este build-in, integrandu-se in mobilierul
perimetral, dar vedeta livingului rdmane scaunul-
leagan suspendat. Mésuta de cafea prilejuieste intal-
nirea dintre sticld si betonul aparent, pe care il vom
regasi si in baie, pe plafonul de deasupra cizii sau in
stélpul dintre living si bucétarie. Aceasta din urmé
imparte cu livingul o masa rotativa si rabatabils, cus-
tom-made, in jurul careia se poate sta pe o bancheta
care inglobeaza si radiatorul. In dormitor, dimensiu-
nea mobilierului se reduce, banchetele find
prevazute cu spatji de depozitare. Corpul de iluminat
reuneste ,bule de sépun” din sticld, conferind o nots
jucdusd spatiului. Oglinda este incadratd din dous
parti de cétre o ramé lata cu iz de scoarté de copac.
Finisajele merg pe ideea de natural, materialele
folosite fiind lemnul, panza sau rachita. Amenajarea e
completatd de selectia de obiecte semnate in mare
parte de designeri si artisti romani: Catilin Rulea
(acuarelele), lulian Mihalachi (covorul dintre pat si
mobilierul TV), Atelier A4 (veioza Roca din bucétarie).

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Taking Inspiration from the vegetal and animal world,
the [gloo architecture team wished to turn this two-
room apartment, withinThe Park residential complex,
into a space fit for healthy urban living. The idea that
took shape was one of a sheltering Space, an urban
“burrow” that offers a feeling of comfort and privacy
within a small, but well organized surface. The first step
was to enlarge the existing space, leading to the dis-
mantling of the wall between the living room and bed-
room, which was replaced by a curtain. The white
furniture follows the perimeter of the Space, surround-
ing the apartment as in an embrace and varying in
height as necessary. Inside the minimalist living room,
the furniture separates into two areas: the suspended
bookcase and the multitayered wood settee bench. The
sofa is built-in, integrated into the perimetral scheme,
but the key piece is the suspended chair/swing seat
The coffee table announces the combination of glass
and exposed concrete that is also present in the bath-
room, on the ceifling above the tub, and in the pillar
between the living room and the kitchen. The kitchen
and living room share a custom made rotating extend-
able table with bench seating that also incorporates the
radiator. In the bedroom, the size of the furniture fs
reduced and the settees provide Storage space.

The lighting fixture is made up of glass “soap bubbles”.
bringing a playful touch to the space. The mirror fs
framed on two sides by a wide frame that imitates the
texture of tree bark.

The finishing materials are natural — wood, cloth, wick-
er. The project is completed by a selection of objects
created by Romanian designers and artists, such as
Catélin Rulea (the watercolors), lulian Mihalachi (the
rug between the bed and the TV stand), Atelier A4
(the Roca lamp in the kitchen).

Cand un aer de loft newyorkez bate pand la
Bucuresti, se poate contura un proiect de amenajare
interioard in care confortul convietuieste perfect
armonios cu senzatia de ,acasd”, intr-un spatiu de
50 mp. S-a pornit, scenografic, de la imaginarea ges-
turilor si a traseului zilnic al cuplului tanar de benefi-
ciari prin apartament, si s-a ajuns la o combinatie
echilibratd intre elemente minerale, reci (beton,
metal, sticld), cele calde (lemn) si cele vaporoase, flu-
ide (textil). Una dintre vedetele scenariului amenajarii
a fost iluminatul, care, adaptat fiecdrui spatiu, a ani-
mat atmosfera. Senzatia de unitate este conturatd cu
ajutorul a doud materiale care definesc spatiul:
betonul aparent al tavanului si metalul din care a fost
croit pe comandd atat glasvandul care delimiteazi
livingul de dormitor, cét si usa ce face trecerea spre
bucétdrie. In living coexistd zona de relaxare domi-
natd de canapeaua ce priveste spre fereastrs si cea
de luat masa, separate si conectate in acelasi timp
printr-o comodé din lemn deschis, inaltd de 90 cm.
Comoda se continué si pe peretele dinspre bucatarie
al livingului, intrand intr-un dialog al functionalittii cu
modulele suspendate. Mobilierul personalizat a fost
executat de cétre Delta Studio. Glasvandul vitrat are
dublu rol: conferd spatiului de dormit intimitatea
necesard, pastrand si caracterul transparent al
intregii amenajdri. Si cum transparenta este bine
acompaniatd de fluiditate, patul poate fi, dacd se
doreste, invaluit din trei parti de plutirea organici a
unor draperii albe (ferestrele, glasvandul si dressin-
gul). Bucatdria este echipati minimalist, iar cromatica
(alb, lemn natur, verde vegetal) nu face decat si
genereze deschidere si luminozitate. Dinamismul
scenografiei este bine pus in valoare de recuzits,
amenajarea capatand corporalitate si substanta.

When the air of a New York loft reaches all the way to
Bucharest, it can contribute to the interior design of an
apartment where comfort meets a homey feeling in a
50 m2 space. As in stage improvisation, the architects
started by imagining the daily gestures and trajectories
of their clients - a young couple — in order to reach a
balanced combination of cold, mineral elements (con-
crete, metal, glass), warm ones (wood) and fluid, airy
touches (textiles). One of the key aspects of the pro-
ject is the lighting scheme, which is well-adapted to
each room and enlivens the atmosphere. The feeling
of unity is generated by the use of two defining mate-
rials: the exposed concrete of the ceiling and the cus-
tom-made metal elements of the sliding glass wall that
separates the living room from the bedroom and of the
kitchen door. In the living room, the relaxation area,
dominated by the sofa that faces the window, coexists
with the dining area. The two are, at the same time,
separated and connected by a light-colored wood
commode, 90 cm tall. This piece extends to the wall
leadling towards the kitchen, interacting with the sus-
pended elements. The custom-made furniture was
executed by Delta Studio. The sliding glass wall plays a
double role — keeping the privacy of the bedroom and
maintaining the transparent feel of the entire space.
And, since transparency goes hand in hand with fluidi-
ly, the bed can be - if the owners wish to do so - veiled
on three sides by organic, flowing white drapes
(attached to the windows, sliding glass wall and clos-
et). The kitchen has a minimalist look, while the color
scheme (white, natural wood tones, vegetal green)
can only emphasize the feeling of openness and light.
The dynamic aspect of the space is well underlined by
the decor, which gives the project weight and
substance.
